If you choose not to wait in line, Sun Street Transfer Station will be open from 8:00am to 5:00 pm on Spring Cleanup Saturday at 
139 Sun Street. A fee will be charged depending upon the weight of your load.

• Wood and Yardwaste (must be loose- not bagged) 
• Household Trash (Loose gar age must be bagged) 
• Furniture (Sofas, chairs) 
• Textiles (We have partnered with HOPE Services to recycle 

old clothing, blankets, bedspreads, towels) 
• Mattresses 
• Plastics and Cardboard 
• Electronic Waste (TV's, computers, monitors, cell phones) 
• Room size rugs OK if cut into 4' lengths
